Outcome 
· Participants gained practical knowledge in beekeeping and paper bag production, equipping them with entrepreneurial insights and sustainable practices that could be implemented for self-employment or community-based projects. 

The Department of Zoology, Baselius College, Kottayam, in association with IQAC, IIC, and IEDC, organized a one-day workshop on apiculture and paper bag making on January 28, 2025. The event was conducted in collaboration with the Kerala Khadi and Village Industries Commission (Khadi Gramodyog Vidyalaya, Mallappally) to promote skill-based learning among students. The workshop featured two resource persons: Mr. James Dominic, a retired Beekeeping Fieldman and former Principal of KGV Mallappally, and Smt. Usha Jose, Senior Technical Instructor at KGV Mallappally. Their expertise provided participants with both theoretical and practical insights into these sustainable practices. 
The session on apiculture covered the importance of beekeeping in biodiversity conservation, hive management techniques, honey extraction processes, and the economic potential of apiculture. Mr. James Dominic explained the life cycle of bees, colony maintenance, and the challenges faced by beekeepers. Students actively engaged in demonstrations, learning how to handle bee colonies and extract honey safely. The second session on paper bag making was led by Smt. Usha Jose, who emphasized the need to reduce plastic waste and adopt eco-friendly alternatives. She demonstrated various paper bag designs, folding techniques, and methods to enhance durability. Participants were encouraged to create their own paper bags, which provided them with hands-on experience and an understanding of the market potential for handmade paper products.
